MDS has an exciting summer program for youth. The objective of the
program is to provide an environment that will meet the needs of youth
volunteers as they reflect the love of Christ by assisting others.

In Divide, Colorado at Rocky Mountain Mennonite Camp. Youth will do tree
removal for fire mitigation, staining of camp buildings and other construction
related tasks. (Group size 20 maximum)

In Southern, Ontario. Youth will assist in community day camps for children and
house repairs in the community. Group size 15 maximum)

In Minot, North Dakota. Youth will repair homes that were flooded in June 2011.
(Group size 20 max)

Rocky Mountain Mennonite Camp (June 10 - July 7)

Southern Ontario (July 1 - July 28)

Minot, North Dakota (July 1 - July 28)

Youth projects run in one week blocks. Groups arrive Sunday evening, and depart
Friday evening or early Saturday morning.

Youth ages 15 or completed Grade 9. No exceptions will be made.

One adult for every four youth is required. One adult for every three students is
strongly encouraged.

At least half of accompanying adults must have construction or building
experience.

Groups pay their own transportation to and from the project.
Each person, youth and adult, pays a $50 registration fee.

All persons working with MDS must be covered from shoulders to knees and wear
closed toe shoes while on work sites.

The MDS board has asked that priority is given to Amish, Mennonite and Brethren
in Christ groups as they are the constituency of MDS. Groups from other
denominations will be considered only if the schedule is not filled with constituent
groups.

Registration forms are due by February 13, 2012. Groups will be informed of
opportunities and dates by February 21, 2012.
