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Welcome to Johnson Bayou, Louisiana
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We are grateful that you have chosen to participate in the work of MDS.  Rebuilding homes, lives and hope after disasters has its challenges but also many joys.  We pray that you will be stretched but also encouraged as you join the MDS team to share God’s love by being His hands and feet to those affected by disasters.
Johnson Bayou is located in southwest Louisiana, Cameron Parish.  Hurricane Rita hit this area hard in September of 2005.  No one died in Hurricane Rita, thanks to a vigorous evacuation plan, but the storm destroyed or rendered structurally unsound about half of the 5,400 parish homes and commercial buildings. In the lower part of the parish, as few as 20 of 1,000 residences may be inhabitable, according to the most dire estimates.  Cameron’s industry (oil, gas and fishing) is up and running and perhaps half of the commercial businesses are back.  MDS has started repairing and rebuilding homes in partnership with Faith Share, an ecumenical group that is working as the Long Term Recovery Committee.
